Dear Parents & Players:


As Fall soccer ends, it becomes time to register for the Spring United season.  Last year, more than 100 local players aged 11-19 competed for Ravalli United in Montana Youth Soccer Association’s (MYSA) Spring League.  United fielded seven teams which competed well.  The U14 boys won State Cup, and one of our U14 girls’ team led the league all season.  With the new season come new challenges, both on and off the pitch.  

               MYSA will now be assessing referee fees for each team at the beginning of the season.  United must cover these costs, but these are not limited to fielding teams.  Program expenses include lining fields; arranging for referees; acquiring equipment; administrative needs; etc.  The United Board has addressed these issues in the following ways:

--Player fees must be increased to $225.Even at this rate, we maintain one of the lowest fees in the state.

--These fees cover the entry fee into the State Cup Tournament. Other tournaments in which a United team opts to play, the entry fees will be paid by the players on that specific team. 
--Some scholarships will be available.
--United faces an acute shortage of qualified adult referees.  MYSA mandates that for each team fielded by a club, two referees must be supplied.  If this requirement is not met, the club is fined. United can no longer absorb those fines.  It is vital that parents from each team assume this responsibility. If not, Ravalli United might opt NOT to form a team. United pays for the training of referees, provided they referee at least two matches during the season, and pays referees for officiating matches.   

--In order to assist in team formation, players will be required to attend a soccer skills assessment clinic; date and time to be determined.  Attendance is mandatory.
            Unquestionably, kids who play United are far more technically and tactically advanced than their peers who have not.  You can see it on our high school pitches.  Soccer is the World’s game, and Ravalli United continues to work hard to keep it viable in Ravalli County.

Ravalli United is currently accepting registrations for the 2012 Spring Competitive Season. To guarantee consideration for a team assignment, registrations must be postmarked by November 21, 2011.  Registrations postmarked after 11/21/11 will ONLY be accepted on a space available basis.
The registration fees for the Spring 2012 Season are $225 with exceptions noted above.
Requests for scholarships should be received by November 21.  Applications will be reviewed beginning December 1.  The initial $75 fee and uniforms are not covered by scholarships. Forms are on the website.

To register, complete the registration form and provide a non-refundable initial payment of $75 made payable to RSC, and mail to the address above or deliver to Chapter One Book Store.  Players will not be able to compete until fees are paid in full.

Players are responsible for purchasing their own uniforms through Ravalli United.
